Syllabus: This course will be a rigorous introduction to complex analysis, a fundamental area of mathematics that also has numerous applications in science and engineering. We will be using the textbook by Churchill and Brown, and will be covering the subjects in that text in order. I expect that we will be able to get through approximately the first seven or eight chapters during the semester.
Prerequisites: Although the course does not require any math beyond Calc III (Math 210), you should be comfortable with rigorous proofs of the theorems in calculus, as we will be doing proofs at a similar or higher level in this class.
Exams: There will be a final exam at the end of the semester, as well as two in-class exams. They are tentatively scheduled for the following dates:

Exam 1: September 25
Exam 2: October 30
Make-up exams will be allowed only in case of (documented) emergency and must be arranged in advance; there will be no exceptions to this rule. 

Homework: There will be weekly homework assignments in this class. The assignments will be given out in class each Friday and due one week later at the beginning of class on the following Friday. Collaboration with other students on homework is encouraged; however, all answers must be written in your own words. There will be no homework due the weeks of the hour exams.
Late homework: Late homework is not accepted except in special circumstances, and permission must be granted in advance. To reiterate, if you have not gotten permission before the due time, your late homework will not be graded, no exceptions. 
Grading: Each in-class exam will count for 1/6 of your total grade, the final will be 1/3 of your grade, and the homework will be 1/3 of your grade. Your lowest homework score will be dropped.
